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Instructions for Installing 7" Prairie Spinners

For Warpdrive, Powerfin, Precision and other props with no crushplate on the front of tractor props or rear of pusher props, remove prop bolts, place the spinner plate and post assembly in position, run the bolts back thru and retorque them in place. Installation torque for M8-1.25 bolts is 195 to 200 lb-in. Make sure there is sufficient thread engagement in the prop hub with the added thickness of the spinner plate. If there is not enough thread engagement, replace the bolts with the next longer size using washers if required for proper thread engagement.

For shim adjust Ivos or similar props remove the crush plate and replace it with the spinner plate and post assembly. Make sure there is sufficient thread engagement in the prop hub with the added thickness of the spinner plate. Make sure that thread engagement is correct using added washers if required for proper thread engagement.

For quick adjust Ivos, remove and dismantle the prop. Reassemble the prop with the spinner plate against the prop and the threaded adjuster plate installed afterwards (front on tractors, rear on pushers).  Make sure there is sufficient mounting bolt thread engagement in the prop hub with the added thickness of the spinner plate. If there is not enough thread engagement, replace the bolts with the next longer size using washers if required for proper thread engagement without thread "bottoming". Install the special adapter post in the end of the quick adjust screw using thread locking compound in the threads and safety wire thru the roll pin hole and adjuster bar hole.

Before installing the spinner, make sure you torque the prop mounting bolts to the mfg recommended spec. Start and run the engine long enough to warm up the gearbox and prop plate. Shut it down. Let it cool and then retorque  the prop bolts to mfg spec.

For all props, put a few drops of thread locking compound on the end of the spinner plate mounting bolt and a drop on the head of the bolt where it meets the spinner. Place the spinner over the spinner plate and seat it against the prop over it's plate. Insert the center screw and tighten it till the spinner will not rotate on the plate with hand force. Do not over tighten.

Check your spinner before every flight as a part of your routine preflight inspection. Retighten as necessary. After the first 5 hours of operation following spinner installation, remove the spinner and retorque the prop mounting bolts. Retorque again after another 10 hours and then every 25 hours thereafter. Each time you replace the spinner, clean the mounting screw with a rag or paper towel and apply fresh thread locking compound.

If your prop now has locknuts on the back side of the hub and there is not enough thread projection for these after installing the spinner, use thread locking compound in the threaded holes, drill the bolt heads for safety wire or both and delete the locknuts.
